MORE ABOUT TODAY’S MUSIC

Pastorale in E Major, César Franck: Today’s excerpt from César Franck’s Pastorale
in E Major from his Six Pieces draws inspiration from the idyllic simplicity of
nature and the countryside. In this excerpt we hear an initial theme, which is then
restated and combined with a second theme; a compositional device Franck used
often. Pastorales were a popular musical form during the Romanticism of the 19th
century, which glorified all forms of nature, as exemplified by Beethoven’s Pastoral
Symphony and Schubert’s Trout Quintet. Composers often used pastorales as

an “oasis” of peace and calm in the center of their works, and indeed, Franck’s
Pastorale is fourth of his Six Pieces.

Solvitur ambulando. "1t is solved by walking.” A
Latin saying attributed to St. Augustine (354-
430). What is solved by walking? As I learned
walking the Camino, perhaps everything—well,
a lot of things. As we head into the summer
months and spend more time outdoors, we’ll

explore what could be called a theology of

walking. Seren Kierkegaard (1813-1855) said,
“T know of no thought so burdensome that
one cannot walk away from it.” Naturalist
John Muir (1838-1914), who once walked from

Louisville, KY, to Key West, FL, confessed,

only went out for a walk and ... going out,
found, was really going in.” Contemporary
writer Rebecca Solnit says walking “is how
the body measures itself against the earth.”
And Jesus certainly spent a lot of time walking
and came to show us the way. In fact, the first
Christians were known as followers of The Way.
There’s a lot to discover here. Wear “comfy

shoes” and bring your “walking stick.”
